Amid screams and wailing arms, the girls made thei r way to the shore but half way back Jessica
shouted, “Where’s Coda?” He was nowhere to be seen , SO naturally my instinct was to leap in and swim
out to the capsized craft. Fully clothes including shoes, | made to the canoe and flipped it up to di scover
a dog-paddling sea-soaked survivor. Or as the girl s would say: “you saved your son”.

When Coda and | got back to shore, my first reacti on was to lock up the canoe and say that’s it,
no more canoeing. | overreacted much the same way my girls did to the rocking of the boat. | realize
now that | cannot vicariously live a sheltered life of over-protection for my girls. | can't make eve ry deci-
sion every time every day for the rest of their liv es. They will encounter troubled days along the wa y.
They will be faced with precarious situations. And they will have to make decisions many times by
themselves.

However, my influence over them comes in these days | have with them right now, and the many days |
have already had in their lives so far. | will to teach them to trust God and to grow in their faith and
encourage them to stay in the Word so that as those events come, and they will, their natural reaction
