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· God is faithful to Himself  
· Everyone must die (even Moses; 

Hebrews 9:27) 
· God allows grieving of others but 

not the worship of others (God 
protected humanity from      
knowing where He buried 
Moses.) 

· God prepares His leaders (Joshua 
was prepared, by God, to do this 
work of taking His people into 
the Promised Land. 

· God expects us to follow His  
appointed leader. (Hebrews 13:7, 
17-19) 

 
I discovered from this book that we are 
not far removed from this same behavior 
of the Israelites. We say with our lips 
that God is our God, but in reality we 
like to keep Him at a distance. We say 
we treasure God more than anything (so 
long as He doesn’t get in the way of 
what we treasure.) I have made more life 
changing adjustments to my life during 
the past 18 months that at any other time 
of my life. I have rediscovered how poor 
in spirit I am; desperately in need of 
God, always. It is my prayer that you too 
are looking at God and not a god we 
have made for ourselves who meets our 
standard of what a god would be like.  
 
Now, come, let us worship and bow 
down, Let us kneel before the Lord our 
God our Maker. For He is our God, and 
we are the people of His pasture. 
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The One-and-a-half Year Journey 
through Deuteronomy 

As I came to the end of preaching 
through the book of Hebrews I became 
aware of how important the book of 
Deuteronomy was to the first century 
church. So in March of 2008 I began 
preaching through the book of         
Deuteronomy. A journey that I mostly 
expected might take about six months. I 
was aware of the final sermons         
delivered by Moses, the re-telling of the 
Law, the strong warnings, the promise 
of a blessing, passing the leadership on 
to Joshua to lead the people into the 
Promised Land. 
  
To read Deuteronomy for the sake of 
reading it I don’t think I ever stopped 
long enough to meditate upon its rich 
description of the character of God. My 
final observation in Chapter 34         
surprised me. I would have historically 
looked at Chapter 34 as simply the     
telling of the death of Moses. Where 
this is true, I now examine the big    
picture observation to back it up with a 
deeper insight. 
  
Deuteronomy is simply a collection of 
sermons from Moses. Much of the book 
is filled with specific teachings for a 
people, called by God, to represent His 
kingdom in a land that is pagan in every 
way. The specifics are for the nation of 
Israel, the precepts are for God’s      
people. Following is my final              
obs erv a t i on  o f  t h e  bo ok  o f                
Deuteronomy. 
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Departure: Meet at Eastside Baptist Church at 3:00 P.M. 
Drive to base of Mt. Borah. Set up camp for the night, and 
start   hiking first thing in the morning. Come home Saturday 
evening. 
 
What to bring:  

1)Small backpack, 2)Bandages, 3)Tylenol, Iburo-
phen, 4)Drinks and snacks foods, Water bottles, En-
